The European University Institute (EUI) is an academic and research institution funded by the European Union based in the Badia Fiesolana San Domenico di Fiesole (Florence).The EUI has recently decided to subscribe to the EMAS "Eco-Management and Audit Scheme" regulation (EC Regulation no. 1221/2009 and subsequent amendments and additions) concerning the voluntary participation of organizations to a community eco-management and audit system. In particular, the regulation requires the member organisation to adopt an environmental management systems based on policies, programs, procedures and objectives for reducing its own impact on the environment, and to publish an Environmental Declaration highlighting the annual impact report of its site(s) on the environment.
The resource will have to coordinate and develop, in collaboration with EUI relevant staff members, the various preparatory stages for obtaining the EMAS registration:
· Environmental analysis (survey on the environmental impacts of the activities carried out at the EUI for the categories identified in the EMAS guidelines, based on information collected on site);
· Development of the environmental management system in compliance with the EUI's environmental policy and improvement objectives;
· Verification of the effectiveness of the management system of the EUI and its environmental performance,  related to established objectives, through an environmental audit;
· Preparation of the Environmental Declaration (Description and assessment of the results compared to the established environmental objectives and indication of the methods through which the organization expects to improve its environmental performance);
· Verification by an accredited EMAS auditor until EMAS registration is obtained

Type and Duration
· 12 months (with 3 months probationary period)
· Full time (Monday to Friday; 8 hours/day)
· Start of the traineeship: 1st May 2022 


Conditions for Eligibility
Candidates must:
· Be nationals of a European Union member state, or of a candidate country which benefits from a pre-accession strategy (nationals of non-member states may be accepted on the basis of a specific agreement of the Secretary General); 


AND
· Are studying for a first (post-secondary education) degree and are in the process of obtaining the qualification; OR
· Are involved in a vocational training programme; OR
· Have obtained the above qualification no longer than 18 months prior to the beginning of the traineeship; 
· Have a good knowledge of one of the EUI's official languages and a satisfactory knowledge of another language, taking into account that English, French and Italian are the main working languages at the Institute.

All rules governing the traineeship refer to the President's Decision no.39/2013

· Basic technical knowledge on energy consumption, environmental impact measurement, etc.
· Good knowledge of English (CEFR B1 or above) 
· Proactivity and enthusiasm in carrying out tasks
